2. Determine Q/QH

1. Take a composite shewas
2. Do not admit a Dagesh Forte (including r)

3. Prefer Patah under or before them

4. (h x ( only) take Furative Patah

What are the rules for Furative Patah (FP)?
1. A word ending in a G will receive a FP when the vowel before the final guttural is NOT a Q or a Patah.

2. If Patah or Qames occurs before a final G a FP will not occur

3. If a G does not end a word the FP is not written
4. Ignore FP in dividing syllables

Hebrew Syntax: 
1. What is a Zaqef Qaton?

-two vertically stacked dots placed over the accented syllable of a word which divides longer sentences.

2. What is a Zaqef Gadol?

-two vertically stacked dots with a vertical line to the left of the dots over the accented syllable, which indicates a break.  It occurs on the first word of a sentence of the first word after a Zaqef Qaton.  The Zaqef Qaton is generally stronger than the Zaqef Gadol. 

3. What is a Segolta?
-and inverted segol which does not mark the accent syllable.  Substitutes for the first Zaqef Qaton in the Athnah segment of verse.

What indicates a Third Person Plural (Masculine and Feminine) in a verb?
-When w% ends a verb and a vocal shewa occurs under the second root letter.


Ex: rma)f “He Said” becomes w%rm;)f\ “They Said”; 

       xla#$f “He Sent” becomes w%xl;#$f “They Sent”

-When verbs end in w% without a vocal shewa under the second root letter.  The shewa replaces hDF


Ex: hnFb@f “He Built” becomes w%nb@f “They Built”
